Basketball – Rangers were sparked by Ensminger, Newsom, and Mitchell whom won top honors in the collegiate conference in 1935 & 1936 and tied for second place in 1937.  1938 – Rangers won 12 games and losing only two and became co-champions with the Central Bronchos. Ensminger, Newsom and Mitchell were placed on the mythical all-conference team and Ensminger was named center on the all-state team.   Rangers closed the basketball season with a two weeks; trip to Mexico City where they played a five game series with championship Mexican teams. They won three out of five.
